The Transaction Process0lient is made up of the set of connectors or interfaces that
can be used to access the Transaction Processor through any application running locally
or remotely to the TP.

Test a Remote Installation

The following instructions require that the Transaction Processor be instaledhdhe
local and the remote systems.

The Java Tester that isquided with theTransaction Rocessor has the ability to test a
TP installation on a remote system.

To test a remote install using the Java Tester:

1. Click onAccessServicefrom the menu bar and click @onfigure Connection

Processor uses Port 7561).

4. Leave thePoolfield blank. See the Administration Guide for information on using
the Connection Manager to set up a pool to implement dynamic failover.
